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"Dear Mom and Dad, I love you very much.
Everything is as it is supposed to be. I
have chosen this. I had a good and
interesting life. And yet, I was never
afraid of death. I could have skipped
reserve duty and hid. But this would
contradict everything I believe in and
appreciate, and who I consider myself to
be. So I didn't really have a choice, and I
would do the same if I could choose again.
I came to this decision by myself and
stuck with it until the end. I fell proudly
for the sake of my people. I have no
regrets.

"I love you very much and I am proud that
you are my parents. You gave me a lot. I
had a very interesting, happy, unique life.
My death only highlights it. Undoubtedly,
you are in deep pain. But you will manage
it. I would like it a lot. It is the main thing
that I want. Both of you have many close
people who will support you. Please, find
something positive in all of this. Spend
time with your grandchildren. Help Israel. I
am OK."
